	Attention Grabber
	Textbook Search competition.

Have students hold textbooks in the air, then when I say go, they must find what page a certain word is defined in the textbook (NOT from the glossary!)

Have students find: Gear, Neutral Buoyancy, Blindspot

Have student read aloud blindspot paragraph, and then have students complete blind-spot test on that page.

	Transition to Body
	We have a  blind spot because of the optic nerve. Where is the optic nerve on our diagram again? What were these other parts of the eye, again?

	Learning Activity #1
	Have students call out the parts of the eyes that they recall.  I will show the location of that specific part of the eye as they call it out.

Remind students of where they can be reminded of the parts of the eyeballs functions if they happen to forget. (Textbook or eyeball paper from yesterday)
	4 minutes

	Learning Activity #2
	Mini in-class project:

Students are going to creatively describe the parts of the eye (so their function and/or location) through song, rap, skit, presentation, poster, poem, etc. I need something concrete to see that they have done their work, so either a video on their phone, piece of paper in my hand (with poem, diagram, etc.) They will have ~20 minutes to work on this, and the final 10 min will be spent on presenting to class.

Have students create groups of 3 or 3

	Learning Activity #3
	Give students in groups #1-5.

Have students quickly discuss the various parts of the eye and their function.

After 3 minutes of discussion, I will pick a #1-5 and those students at the table must answer my question about the part of the eye.  Because they discussed it as a group earlier, they should be able to come up with an answer
