	Assessment of Prior Knowledge
	What are the addition strategies that we have learned so far? Why are we learning these strategies?
	2 minutes

	Expectations for Learning and Behaviour
	· Reinforce that mad-minute station should be done on their own and if they finish they can try the extra challenging worksheet or draw me a lovely picture on the back.  They should ensure their name is on it, and then they can LEAVE that sheet of paper in a pile in that station area.
· Word Problems- Students MUST SHOW WORK in journal. Don’t write answers on sheets! 

· Students notebooks and pencils are their best buddies! Make sure they go to EVERY station with you. (Ask students what should go to every station with them?--> Reinforce)

· Ensure students leave stations clean and tidy for next group!

	Learning Activity #1
	Place students in teacher made groups of 4.  Students will spend 8-10 minutes at each station.  All groups should be practicing 2-digit number addition (rather than 1-digit addition).

Math Centers:
1. Word Problems- Students will complete 2-digit and/or 3-digit addition word problems and place their answers in their notebook.
2. Making Doubles Game- In pairs of 2, students will answer near-double questions!
3. Mad-Minutes- Students will complete as many 2-digit addition questions as they can within the given time period.  (If finish early, they may complete the extra-challenge worksheet-3-digit addition or draw on the back)
4. Teacher Station- Will review whatever strategy seems to be troubling the students within the group.  If strategies are understood, will move onto 3-digit addition from Left to Right.  (Will have tens blocks handy for use if needed)
5. Addition game-Board- students will add 2-digit numbers to try to win the game!
If students are having difficulty with any stations or finish early- addition war with deck of cards.

	Assessments/ Differentiation:
	In teacher group, review Left-to-Right addition, making 10’s, and near doubles.  Use 10-blocks if needed.  If students show deep understanding, move on to 3-digit addition from Left to Right.
